Unserew and remove Lhe bwo gland assambliss fram the tubular huusing and then axtract the
terminal block. 1| should be noted that the terminal block can only be remavad {and inserted) from
one end: this is indicatad by an arrow adjacent o the information box moulded into the lube,

Fit one black neoprene seal over the threaded basa of aach gland taking care lu ensure that each
eeal sits flat against the shoulder and above the threaded portion of the gland.

Strip back lhe cable ends to ba conrectad by approdimately 25mm for the outar skeath and 6
grmm for each individual sonductor.

Before making the connections, check Lhe guter cable diametar size and comipeie 1l L Lhe cable-
saaling table below. The glands are supplied with a two-part sealing ring that fits directly over the
cable. For larger dismeter cables the inner saaling ring must be removed,

Slip a gland assembly cver each cable end and pass one of the cablas thraugh the tube. With
reterance to MNate | ahove, ensure thal the ceble enters the tube at the opposite end W the armow
adjacant ta the information box on the tube and axits at the arrow end.

Mowr connect the mdividual conductars ta the screw terminal block ernsuring good electrical
contacls, Please cbeerse the polarity markings on the end of the terminal klack and ensure that
each tarmination side corresponds to the identical conductar calaur

Pull the connector assembly back inlo the tube as far as the internal stop. Using a spanner, fit
and sufficiently Uohlen both gland bodles to the tubular housing with the black neoprans seals in
place, Finally tighten the gland nuts with the spanner o ensure good cakla retention and
waterproof saals.

For surface fixing, it is recomimended that separate cahle ratention clips be used to fasten down
incoming and oulgeing cables,
